Yamaha Fiesta Dance Contest:

• Composition of groups 
– Minimum of 4 to a maximum of 10 members 
– Members of the group must be 16-27 years old.
– Members below 16 must have a letter of consent from the parents.
– Groups may be all boys, all girls or mixed  

• A maximum of five (5) minutes   shall be allotted for each group for their presentation. 
They shall also be given 2 minutes prior to actual presentation for preparation of any 
props or equipment needed on stage. 

• Concept or theme for costume and performance is left to the discretion of the 
participants based on their own interpretation of Yamaha Motorcycle’s characteristics: 
innovative, sporty and stylish. 

• Dance steps, music, costumes, accessories and props should be consistent with the 
concept of the chosen theme. 

• Dance steps, body movements and costumes should conform to normal standards of 
morality and good conduct. 

• Sharp objects like actual knives and spears, intoxicating fumes, oil, and inflammable 
materials and fireworks should not be used as props in order to avoid accidents during 
the performance. Violation of this provision shall mean disqualification of the 
group. 

• Props should be reasonably light and not over-sized for easy and fast mobility in and 
out of the performance area.

• Each group must furnish their audio CD containing the music they shall be using. CD 
must be cued and ready to play. Backup music is strongly recommended.

• Dancers should be in costume, warmed up, and ready to perform at least one hour 
before their scheduled performance.

• Organizer will not provide food and transportation allowance to participants.

• Criteria for Judging
– Originality - 30%
– Overall Choreography - 20%
– Synchronization - 20%
– Self-Expression trait - 20%
– Audience Impact - 10%

• Elimination Round
– The Elimination will be done on February 19-20, 2010 in Island City Mall. 

There will be one group to be declared as winner and will compete for the 
finals. 

– 3 judges will be contracted to handle the selection

• Finals
– The final dance contest will be done on February 21, Sunday at Island City 

Mall.
– All finalists will be randomly assigned numbers that will indicate their turn 

and will be judged accordingly.

• Prizes
– 1st Prize   – P10,000 with Certificate
– 2nd Prize  - P6,000 with Certificate
– 3rd Prize  -  P 3,000 with Certificate
